Enclosed is the lllinois Department of Agriculture’s 2000 Agricultural Areas Annual
Report as required by the AGRICULTURAL AREAS CONSERVATION AND
PROTECTION ACT (ILCS 505, 5/20.1). The Act states that the lllinois Department
of Agriculture (IDA) shall make an annual report to the General Assembly on the
location and size of all agricultural areas (also known as ag areas) created or
dissolved during the past year and of any alterations of ag areas.

The Agricultural Areas Summary lists the 23 counties with local county board
approved ag areas. This chart itemizes the number of ag areas in participating
counties, along with their respective acres, and summarizes the total number of
acres in approved ag areas throughout the state.

The Annual Report describes the changes in ag area totals for the 2000 calendar
year. The Report specifies the newly established ag area acreage totals and details
the addition or removal of acres from existing county ag areas.

Following the Annual Report are maps delineating all changes in order of their
chronological occurrence.
